We would therefore like to remind you that up-to-date vaccinations are very important for your
health and the health of your child!

It is now possible for you to get the following vaccinations free of charge:

e COVID-19 vaccination

e Measles-Mumps-Rubella vaccination

e Tetanus-Diphtheria-Polio-Pertussis vaccination

e Seasonal influenza vaccination (November and December)

Do you need any of these vaccinations?

o If you are not fully vaccinated against COVID-19,

e If you have no or only one Measles-Mumps-Rubella vaccination,

» If yourvaccination against Tetanus-Diphtheria-Polio-Pertussis was more than 10 years ago,
¢ If you want to protect yourself against a severe infection with influenza

Please come for a vaccination!

Until 31 March 2023: Austria Center Vienna (ACV), Monday to Friday, 08:00-12:00 and
13:00-17:00; access by public transport: underground line U1 - station KaisermUhlen/VIC

From 1 April 2023: Schrédingerplatz 1, entrance Volkshochschule (VHS), Monday to Friday,
08:00-12:00 and 13:00-17:00; access by public transport: underground line U1 - station Kagran

You do not need a vaccination card (Impfpass) to get a vaccination.

The vaccines are safe and vaccination at the vaccination centre is possible for all persons aged 6
years and older.

For younger children vaccinations are offered free of charge by all paediatricians
and doctor's surgeries participating in the Vienna Vaccination Programme. You can

What else should you bear in mind?
e Please take your photo ID, e-card and vaccination card (if you have one) along!
e Please wear an FFP2 mask!
¢ Unfortunately, pregnant women cannot get the Measles-Mumps-Rubella vaccine.

However, the COVID-19 vaccine is safe and explicitly recommended from the 2" trimester

of pregnancy as well as for breastfeeding persons!
